Tips on Press Releases & Press Conferences
Q & A with Barbara Morse Silva from Training Which Took Place on June 24, 2008
· Send releases in advance and include time, date and place of your event

· Send to the attention of the Assignment Editor, News Director and Managing Editor. The more people the better.

· First line needs to stand out to get the reader’s attention. 

· Include some compelling information

· Call the station to remind them of your press event when it gets closer.

· Press conferences should be scheduled in the morning well in advance of the 12:00 news. Press conferences after 2pm are never a good idea.

· In lieu of a press conference you can have a press availability event. The latter is more flexible and provides an opportunity to get the press into the field.

· State that subject experts will be available and preferably a video opportunity

· Television is visual so video footage is essential. Provide opportunity after the press conference or in lieu of a press conference to have reporters go into the field and film. e.g. arrange for press to go out with police on a party patrol;  film parent who has agreed to the consent to search policy; interview vendor who has maintained 100% compliance with sales laws; film establishments who give incentives to doormen who are aggressive with catching fake IDs

· Be accommodating and flexible with the station

· Consider giving one station the story exclusively

Interview Tips
· Know your subject well and be prepared to counter oppositional points of view

· Be able to articulate why your position is the logical perspective

· Answer questions directly. Do not go on tangents. Give clear, concise sound bites.

· Be aware of your audience and be sure to not use acronyms or jargon that they will not understand

· Practice having a friend ask you questions

Appendix B: Sample Media Price List

The following prices are meant to give you a ballpark of what the various venues cost. They are based on actual packages that were negotiated in the past.  Keep in mind some of these prices include free or matched bonuses and additional promotional opportunities that are not itemized here.  A good sales person can help you put together a package that meets your needs. 

You really need to know your target audience so that you can select the venues and which companies within those venues that you should be doing business with. Once you have an ad out there, you will be contacted by sales people from other stations and companies who will want you to advertise your message with them. It is always helpful to hear what they have to offer but you need to be a wise consumer and purchase media that gets you in front of the audience that you want to get your message to.

This is not an exhaustive list. There are other companies not listed here.
